Jim Roby, Treasurer, reported a balance in our club account of

six heads, each with a different expression. Cost for the class will be
$100 plus an additional $42 for the six blanks.

Looking ahead to 2008, Debbie Edwards will teach a class February
15, 16 and 17 which will feature carving a horse head. Cost for this

class will be $150 plus $21 for the blank. Another carving opportunity
in 2008 may be a class on shallow relief. More on this at a later date.

Diann Small shared a very meaningful visit she and Walter Wharton
had when distributing some 30 carved eagle head canes to our
wounded veterans at Brooke Army Hospital in San Antonio. In all
cases, regardless of the extent of their injuries, the veterans would
smile, shake their hands, and express appreciation for these canes,
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and the warm thoughts behind them. What a wonderful
and caring project this has become.

Gail Lynn brought us up-to-date on the status of
ordering club patches. After a brief discussion it was
decided that she would order 100 patches at a cost of
$1.80 each which will then be available for club
members to purchase. The non iron on type was
preferred.

Galil also announced that the paper work had been
submitted, and our Club is now unincorporated.

Our CTWA Club project "Santa's Workshop" was
discussed with growing interest. When completed, this
will be displayed at the September TWG week in
Fredericksburg. Jake Heugel brought the backdrop and
floor plan to give us an idea of the size of the table top
project. Windows, doors etc. had been sketched in
place, and it was decided that at least some of the
windows would be cut out so they could be back lighted
for an even more interesting effect. Items carved for
this display will be on a scale of one inch to the foot.
Many items including Santa's sleigh, reindeer, elves,
work benches, toys and gift packages are still needed
as this display comes together. So keep those knives
handy and carve away.

Show and tell was rather sparse, but resulted in some
wonderful work. Buddy Streetman had carved a
football player caricature in Steve Prescott's class in
Fredericksburg, and personalized it for his grandson's
upcoming graduation from Hutto High School. As his
grandson played football for Hutto, the caricature was
complete with his grandson's name on the back of the
football jersey and "7" on the front, "H" on the helmet
for the Hutto Hippos, plus a tiny little "Grim Reaper" on
the helmet which was awarded players when they did a
big play. Great detail, Buddy.

Clarence Born had been
busy carving toys for the
Santa's Workshop
project, with toy snare
drums, a race car, little
doll, and a sled.
Clarence also carved a
lady in her robe shown at
the right.

Dottie Dunlap had a
lovely woodburned piece
featuring a western
Santa racing on
horseback, with a pack
horse laden with a bag of
toys close in tow. This
was painted with
watercolors and finished
with a Minwax stain and
shine.

involved in carving and finishing a project during this
class.

Diann Small had carved a very realistic snowy owl
while in class in Fredericksburg. When painting the
owl's eyes, she highlighted them with glossy fingernail
polish, for an impressive finishing touch.

Diann also brought the eagle head she had
woodburned, with a small turquoise stone mounted as
an added touch.

Jake Heugel brought his carved polar bear fashioned
after those carved from a Debbie Edwards blank, which
bore the bear's front and rear paw prints on the back of
his carving. A nice touch, Jake.

Following the raffle, Dottie Dunlap presented some
wonderful tips on woodburning skills. These included
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some do's and don'ts based upon her experiences in
this art style. She also discussed various types of wood
and those which were best suited for woodburning.
